57 Asians, 21 Europeans, 8 Africans, and 14 from ‘Western’
countries (north and south).

52 females, 48 males,

70 non-white, 30 white,

70 non- Christian, 30 Christian,
89 hetrosexual, 11homosexual.

6 people would own 59% of the entire world’s wealth
(and all 6 would be from the USA).

80 would live in substandard housing,

70 would be unable to read,

50 would suffer from malnutrition, 1 would be near death, 1
near birth, 1 (yes, only one ) would have a college education,
1 would own a computer.

When one considers our world from such a ‘compressed’
perspective, the need for acceptance, understanding and
education becomes glaringly apparent.

It also makes you realise that natural resources need to be
looked at and measures more readily accepted to safeguard
these.

When we look at the wider picture of our Scout Movement
we can see the wisdom of it's training policies. (both young
members and adults) Attention to economies (making the
most from limited means), education (exposing members to
many varied experiences which they might not otherwise
get), social responsibilities (from a ’helping hand’ to wider
opportunities for service), religious expression (encouraging
a practical involvement of their faith - see page 5 ‘Peace
Light’). The training of leaders (Wood Badge) embraces all of
these and more, and the investment of time and money in
such opportunities will rarely be wasted for the individual who
seeks to prepare him / herself in this way.

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‘SCOUT'S OWN’
‘Lessons from Nature - Light’

(this month a slight departure from animals in nature to give
an abbreviated talk from the 'Peace Light’ Service)

THERE ARE VARIOUS KINDS OF LIGHT UPON WHICH
WE DEPEND- for example, cycle batteries to the more
sophisticated lighting on aircraft - the more advanced a
civilisation is the more specialised lighting becomes.

Not many of us will remember the oil lamps upon which our
grandparents often relied; people of rural areas still rely on
some of these.

Whilst working in Ghana, West Africa my wife and | were
appointed in charge of a rural clinic (some 100 miles from
towns and cities) and a common sight was to see the
womenfolk returning home from distant farms carrying
bundles of firewood on their heads and with several embers
atop the bundles, occasionally stopping and blowing the
embers to keep them ‘alive’. Looking along the pathways it
was possible to see people ‘sharing’ their lighted embers
thus lighting their pathway and helping

each other. In many ways we can also be

‘trailblazers’ for others. What a contrast to

the neon lighting of our cities and towns,

advertising goods for sale.

Our world has come a long way since the oil-lamp of
Florence Nightingale and lighting has taken on a scientific
role, especially in medicine where the use of ‘lasers’ are well-
known in micro-surgery and laser eye-treatment. This form of
lighting can make the difference in how we ‘see the world
around us’

Essential too are the warning lights featured on aircraft,
runways, and on high buildings as a warning to others, and
on traffic lights etc. Just as we would be foolish to ignore
such warnings we should be aware of God’s warnings in our
moral and spiritual lives. The Bible gives ample directions on
the dangers of the Christian ‘flight path’, tempations to avoid
and parts of our life not to neglect which could lead to
spiritual ‘disaster’. When Jesus portrayed Himself as ‘Light of
the World’ He meant that He would become the personal
light of all who would accept Him.

But there are times in our lives when we struggle to ‘find the
lightswitch’. A Chinese speaker was giving a lecture when
the lights went out. He asked his listeners to raise their
hands, and when they did, the lights came back on!
“Thankyou“, said the Chinaman, “Many

hands make light work!” (an example of

working together!) Encouraging each

other in the Christian life is important;

and never forget, the ‘darkest hour is

only sixty minutes!’

Yes, ‘Light’ is important to us, so let us share it with others.

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REPORT ON THE ‘PEACE LIGHT' SERVICE held in the
Abbotsbury Church on Weds. 14 January, 2009
Members of both Scouts and Guides attended this special
service when the ‘Peace Light’ (in a special lantern-container
which had travelled all the way from Bethlehem by courtesy
of members of the Scout Movement in Austria) was brought
from Europe to the UK, across the Channel, by members of
the Deep Sea Scout Fellowship. Following a special service
in London the lantern with the Peace Light arrived here in
Devon.
As a symbol of ‘peace’ it is significant that the Light
originated in Bethlehem, in a present-day war-torn country.
In fact in November 2001 news came to hand that the Light
would not be able to leave the war zone of Bethlehem, but a
young Moslem boy carried a Davy Lamp through the narrow
streets of Bethlehem in the midst of fighting after he had just
collected the living flame from the Grotto of the Nativity, and
managed to reach the heavily guarded border which
prevented Palestinians from crossing into Israel. There he
met some Jewish girls and handed the Light over to them to
take to the Tel Aviv airport where it was handed over to
Austrian representatives. This served as proof to these
members of the Scout Movement that peace could transcend
national barriers.
The Peace Light has also made an appearance at Ground
Zero following the 9/11 attacks in the USA. The Light made
it's journey across the UK, including London, then it travelled
across Europe and through Easter Bloc countries where
services were held with Scouting members at each
destination.
The Abbotsbury Service was attended by Scouts and Guides
of the Teignbridge District. During the singing of the
Christmas Carol ‘We Three Kings’, the Peace Light, together
with flags of representative groups attending was paraded
into the Church led by our own ‘Three Kings’ (supplied by the
Brownies of the Salvation Army Group) and the Lamp was
carried by Beaver Scout Sam Barnet (1st Highweek) and
Rainbow Hannah Hall (1st Bovey Tracey).

During the Service a new Brownie flag was dedicated by
John Roberts (ADC Public Relations) who also selected and
accompanied on a concertina words to the ‘Skye Boat Song'.
Selected readings were brought by Cubs Scout Lawrence
Hall(1st Bovey Tracey) and Emily Potter (2nd Bovey Tracey
Guides). Scout Bryan Wooley (1% Highweek) rendered a
pianoforte solo before Jean Corbyn invited members present
to light their own lamps or candles from the Peace Light
during the singing of ‘Shine, Jesus Shine’.

A talk was then given by John Roberts (in the absence of the
Church Minister who was ill) showing the importance of light
in the world and stressing the need to share the Christian
influence as ‘lights in a darkened world’. The supporting
creed of the the Peace Light Movement is: ‘May the Light of
Peace rekindle old friendships and welcome new ones,
spreading the word of Peace as the flame travels onwards’.
Words of gratitude were express to the organisers of this
year's event: Jean Corbyn, June Lambell and David Wright
(District Scout HQ).

SCOUT FELLOWSHIP MEMBER CECIL ANGELL
b.11.4.1913

CECIL AND HIS WIFE GLADYS came to live in Devon in
1969, but he had been involved in Scouting previous to this
move. In fact, we go back s far as 1930 when Cecil living in
Plumstead, London, and became a Scout with the 27"
Woolwich Troop, eventually becoming a Rover Scout and
being instrumental in helping to form ther new Rover Crew.
His work then took him to live in Welling, Kent, where he
became firstly the Assist. Scoutmaster and then Scoutmaster
in the 4th Welling Group, with 60 boys and which included a
Scout Band!

In 1946 Cecil became Group Scoutmaster of this Group and
in 1948 was invited to become the Bexleyheath District
Scout Leader. His fond memories of that time include his
organization of a Camp at Great Brickhill, Bedforshire, and a
memorable visit to the Zoo with his boys.

It was not until 1969 that Cecil and Gladys moved to Devon
where he became the Group Chairman of the 1st Bovey
Tracey Group; he held this responsibility for the next eight
years.

Due to the diminishing health of his wife, Cecil relinquished
his role with the Group and later became Chairman of the
District Scout Fellowship, a position he held for three years.
In 1986 Cecil was awarded the Medal of Merit and later, in
1991, the Silver Acorn, for service to Scouting.

At 95 years of age, Cecil is still as active as health allows
him to be, and never fails to attend the Annual Scout
Fellowship Lunch and the District AGM.
